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Abstract

This study aimed to examine: (1) the current and desired conditions of safety
management in educational institutions under the jurisdiction of the Buriram Primary
Educational Service Area Office 3, and (2) the essential needs for improving safety
management within these institutions. The sample consisted of 30 school administrators and
305 teachers, selected through multi-stage sampling. Data were collected using a
questionnaire with high reliability coefficients: 0.972 for current conditions and 0.978 for
perceived needs. Data analysis employed percentage, mean, standard deviation, and the
Modified Priority Needs Index The key findings were as follows: (1) The current state of safety
management was rated at a high level overall, while the desired conditions were rated at the

highest level. (2) The overall essential need for improvement, as measured by the Modified
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Priority Needs Index, was 0.19. The areas of highest priority, in descending order, were: safety

education, safety services, and the creation of a safe environment.
